The first race of the new Filching Go-Ride Race Series took place at the Campbell Go-Kart circuit at
Filching Manor near Polegate in East Sussex. The league has been created for riders under the age of 16
with little or no racing experience to come and try out racing in a friendly atmosphere over a series of short
races held at each meeting

The evening opened with a gentle warm-up session for riders to familiarise themselves with the track. The
Campbell Go-Kart circuit is a stimulating track with several corners to negotiate as well a gentle winding
hill to challenge the rider. It’s a good environment to hone rider’s skills and to build their confidence.

The first race of the evening was an individual 1 lap time trial for all ages. This was a great opportunity for
riders to test themselves over the 650 metre long track and to see how fast they could go without the

pressure of riders around them. All the riders showed great determination in this introductory event, riding
on a variety of machines, MTB, single-speed and race bikes.

Our next race was an Under 12 mass start 3 lap race.

In this race, our first bunch race of the series George Crook-Smith took an
early lead which he held to the end whilst behind him things were a little
closer with a hard fought battle for the remaining podium places. The
watching crowd were very appreciative of the rider’s efforts and cheering
and warm applause greeted each and every finisher.

The Under 16 mass start race was run over 6 laps. Monty Wilson ensured that his quick start gave him the
edge into the first corner. The chasing pack included a sterling effort from Louis Roberts, who on an MTB
stayed close to the front for over 3 laps before the remaining riders finally escaped on the rise to the top of
the circuit.

After short refreshment break a fun team relay race was run to get riders warmed up again.

By now the riders confidence was gaining with every lap and so in effort to try and even things up a little
for our final event of the evening, we ran an Under 12 and Under 16 Handicap race based on the riders
earlier individual TT results. Riders were set of at different intervals in an attempt to even out the abilities
of the riders.

In the Under-12 H/Cap race Fenella Lea was victorious with younger
brother Sam holding on to take 2™ place with George Crook-Smith
chasing all the way to 3" place. Well done to the Lea family team.

In the Under 16 H/Cap race, Charlie Godin helped provide another
exciting race, taking the spoils with an excellent victory followed by Louis
Roberts who had recovered sufficiently from his earlier efforts to take 2™
place.




To round the evening off, a small presentation was held for each age group with prizes presented by one of
British Cycling’s local Young Volunteers, Jack Priddle, who supported the event and gained more hours
towards his Bronze Volunteer Award. Jack is an experienced cyclist from VVC Jubilee and has raced on a
national level, giving some of the new competitors something to aspire to.
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Both spectators and competitors enjoyed an excellent evening of competitive and racing. If you would like
to take part, the remaining races are to be held on:

Race 2 - 12" August 2010

On Thursday (12" Aug), the Campbell Circuit at Filching played host for the second of the Filching Go-
Ride Cycle Race Series. News of the successful opening race of the series has spread and further entries
from local riders and Go-ride club Eastbourne PedalPower and BodyworkXTC helped ensure that the field
doubled in size and was a great success.

A warm and dry summer’s evening ensured that plenty of action took place in the series of short and
manageable races for children aged 8-16. The evening started with a 1 lap time trial where each competitor
aimed to ride as fast as they could around the short track to register an individual time. There were
improved times for riders right across the board with this week’s new entrants showing equal determination
to achieve a fast time for themselves. In this type of Go-Ride race, it doesn’t matter what type of bike you
are riding as you are racing against yourself and your own previous best time.

The first mass start race was an Under 10°s 1 lap race scratch race which saw Bailey Hollobane take an
early lead from chasing girls Chloe Cory, Hannah Lambert, Imogen Lambert and Indiana Roberts.
Although Bailey wasn’t to be caught, things were a lot closer behind him with the girls hotly contesting the
remaining placings.

Next up was the Under 12 scratch race held over 2 laps and which turned out to be the closest finish in the
series so far. Indiana Roberts left it late until the last lap to come from behind on the final straight in a great
show of determination and bike handling skills to beat William Reed into second place by what seemed to
be just a tyres width. Without a photo-finish the judges consulted to confirm that the correct result was
recorded.

The under 16 scratch race was held over 3 laps with Grace Cook and George Crook-Smith opting to race
against older boys and over a longer distance. Charlie Godin improved upon last week’s 3 place to win
this race with Grace Cook giving a strong chase over the first two laps but in the end she was unlucky to
just miss out on a podium position.

After a short break the riders warmed themselves up again with a team relay race which gave everyone a
chance to take part in the same race by riding one lap each of the 8 laps total. This was quite a close run
race with some of the younger riders competing side by side really trying hard to help their teams win.
